II. Format of papers
All papers of the papers will be compiled into a booklet and distributed to the participants in the workshop. We ask the presenter to submit the paper (do not include any patented information) until the due date shown below. All papers must be written in English and should be no more than four pages (A4 paper size of this template). Use the Times Roman or Times New Roman fonts of 11 points size. Please follow the format of this template. Margins, column widths, line spacing, and type styles are built-in. You may insert two-column equations, tables, and figures, but you must not change the margins. 

III. Submission of papers
A. Application for Oral Presentation
Those who want to participate in the conference are required to submit a paper no more than 4-page. The submitted papers will be reviewed and selected by the organizing committee members at the University of Tsukuba. The authors of the selected papers will be given the opportunity to deliver oral presentations.  
The paper should be prepared in the specified template hereto attached and e-mailed directly by the author to global@un.tsukuba.ac.jp by July 15, 2016. Student participants are required to obtain permission for application from their supervisors whose names and email addresses should be provided. The paper should be sent to global@un.tsukuba.ac.jp along with the submission form. All inquiries can be sent to  global@un.tsukuba.ac.jp as well. When you email us, please indicate “AEARU-YRIC 2016” in the subject field.
B. Notification of Acceptance
We accept at most one presentation per author, although he/she may coauthor multiple papers. Notification of acceptance will be sent to presenters on August 1, 2016. Accepted authors are then requested to submit the camera-ready paper using the same template by August 15, 2016.
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
